 Culinary arts—This class may be made available if there are at least five students who enroll.  Time and place TBD, based on interest.  This class will be taught by a licensed commercial chef, and the tuition will be $80 for an 8 week session, plus a $20 materials fee. This class will be taught by a professional web designer and social media marketing specialist, Karen Burton, and the tuition will be $80 for an 8 week session. This course is essential to children and preteens who are getting ready to explore the world of Facebook, Twitter and YouTube (among others), also great for teens who want to learn more in depth uses of the same sites. It will teach online safety do’s and don’ts, how to set privacy controls on Facebook, Twitter and other social media outlets, along with other essential web basics. Bring your laptop or use one of our computers. Mac and PC users welcome. Private lessons available by arrangement with teacher at $20/hour in Photoshop, Webdesign, Microsoft Office & more.
